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"...they suggest that it is "masculine" and "superior" for a researcher
to see him- or herself as being above nature, and to believe that
doing "good economics" means distancing one's professional
practice from all things "feminine"”, including ethical discussions or
qualitative methods." (8)

"In actuality, people are both individuated and connected." (9)

"[The Old Wife] is fearful and conservative to an extreme, sucking
anyone who consults with her info a mire of magic and
irrationality. She is the very antithesis of the swashbuckling
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- We perceive the world, the players in it, and their actions
according to certain archetypes, such as the Hero or the Wise
Grandmother

- In economics, generally precaution is looked at with negativity
and overcautious people are thought to have delusions of control
- "Hard" economics is generally seen as masculine and objective,
where "soft" economics is seen as feminine and subjective

- However a better way of visualizing different attitudes beyond
male and female is on a compass of male and female versus
positive and negative, where the positive male would be the hero
but the negative male would be the fool

- In economics, it happens that the male positive hero is valued,
versus in psychology, the female positive wise grandmother is
valued

- We need participation of all genders and all attitudes to
re-examine what an economy is, distinguish perceived archetypes
from the players involved in our economy, and form new, creative
solutions for our economic troubles
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
