- a proactive and pragmatic approach is the most effective in addressing public health issues
- looking at history of public health, interventions emphasized need to change environment as well as individual behaviors and the success of these models can be used as examples
- in public health, the people who benefit often don't realize they have been helped (i.e. the consumer who does not get sick because unsafe products were not sold), because of this public health needs political and social support for all in addition to individual responsibility
