Chapter 3 explains the contribution of guns fo accidents, suicides,
and homicides as well as their use in other crimes. The evidence
provided speaks to the importance of gun regulation in the United
States in particular. Compared to other nations, our country has
very high rates of death from guns, both accidental and
intentional. Guns also increase the severity and chance of violence
or death in other crimes as well, such as robberies or rapes.

These discrepancies are caused in large part by the accessibility of
guns in the United States. Data shows that in areas where there are
more guns, there are more accidents involving guns than in areas
with fewer firearms. This chapter also explores numerous policies
that may help to decrease the chance of children, unstable, or
dangerous individuals from gaining access to guns as well as
increasing gun owner's liability for their weapons. These proposed
policies include increased manufacturing regulations, federal
safety standards, physician questioning and involvement, and child
access prevention laws regarding proper gun storage.
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
