"The U.S. rates of death and injury due fo firearms and the rate of
crimes committed with firearms are far higher than those of any
other industrialized country, yet our rates of crime and nonlethal
violence are no exceptional."

"The direct medical costs of gunshot wounds were estimated at six
million dollars per day in the 1990s."

"One of the most important predictors of gun ownership is whether
one's parents had a gun in the home." (6)

America's homicide rate is significantly higher than other
high-income nations.

Most murders happen with the use of guns in America.

Suicides and homicides rates are higher almost entirely because of
higher gun death rates (1990s).

Gun injuries are the leading cause of uninsured hospital stays in the
u.s.

There are more than 200,000,000 firearms in private hands in the
u.s.

Overall America has less households with guns because of
urbanization and the decline of hunting. But the gun owners
(about 25% of adults) own more than they have in the past (more
handguns).

Guns are readily available to those want them.
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
