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	Text Field 3: The Second Amendment applies to the right of the state to maintain militia - not to the individual's right to bear arms.

Most guns used by youth trafficked illegally than stolen. Many guns are also bought from states that have weak regulations.

The large majority of Americans have consistently supported stronger gun regulations (over the past 6 years from polls).

Even some NRA members along with the majority of the group polled, favor moderate gun control such as handgun registration and mandatory safety training before purchasing firearm.

Minorities are strong supporters of proposed gun policies (and since they are at the highest risk for being victims of gun violence, they will be the largest beneficiaries).

Gun laws can reduce unintentional firearm injuries.
